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Exploration of the cultivation of nursing students’ innovative thinking

and ability based on the “four-in-one” teaching model

Abstract: Objective To explore the effect of the “teaching, learning, doing and researching” four-in-one
teaching model on cultivating nursing students’ innovative thinking and ability. Methods Two undergradu-
ate nursing classes of 2016 in our university were randomly selected and divided into two groups according to
their natural classes: the control group and the observation group. The traditional “teaching, learning and do-
ing” three-in-one teaching model was adopted in the control group. In contrast, in the observation group, addi-
tional training of innovative thinking and ability was carried out. The intervention effect was evaluated by cur-

riculum examination and questionnaire survey. Results The comprehensive evaluation results of the observa-

tion group were better than those of the control group ( P <C0.05). The scores of scientific research knowledge
and attitude in the observation group were significantly higher than those in the control group, and the differ-
ences were statistically significant ( P <{0. 05). Conclusion The practical “four-in-one” teaching model can
improve nursing students’ mastery of scientific research knowledge, promote their positive transition of scien-
tific research attitude as well as enhance the teaching effect.
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
